Cut’cing |nstructions
From fabric for embroidery background cut:
(1) 10" x 11"
From blue for first border cut:
(2) ¥a" x 10" for side borders
(2) 1%4" x 9" for top & bottom borders
From green for cornerstones & triangles cut:
(4) 14" x 14" for cornerstones
(4) 1'2" x 1'4" for triangles
From pink for outer border & pillow back cut:
(2) 4'~" x width of fabric sub cut into:
(2) 42" x 11'4" for side borders
(2) 44" x 184" for top & bottom
borders
(1) 13" x width of fabric sub cut into:
(2) 13" x 18%" for pillow back
From muslin cut:
(1) 20" x 23" for quilting
(2) 19'4" x 20'4" for pillow insert

Tracing Stitcherg Desigﬂ

Center the 10" x 11" background fabric over
embroidery pattern. Using fine point permanent
pen and light box, trace design.

using a light touch, add more color as desired. Place
a pressing cloth over colored piece and use a dry
iron on cotton setting to heat-set the crayon.

Trim, leaving '4" seam allowance.

Sew (1) 14" x 10" first border to opposite sides
of Step 3 Unit. Press away from center.

Sew 1%4" x 1Y4" cornerstones to ends of each
174" x 9" first border. Press seams toward 9"
border strip.

Sew Step 5 borders to top and bottom of Step 4
Unit. Press away from center.

Sew (1) 44" x 11'4" outer border

to each side. Press away from center.

Sew (1) 42" x 18'2" outer border to

top and (1) to bottom.

Press away from center.

Comp]eting the Fillow

Optional: To quilt pillow top: With pillow right side
up and centered, layer pillow top, batting and 20" x
23" muslin. Baste and quilt as desired.

Use (2) 13" x 18)4" pieces to make an
overlapped pillow back. Turn under '4" along

an 182" side of both pillow back pieces. Press.
Turn under again.

Press and stitch hem on both pieces.

Right sides facing up overlap pillow back pieces
to make an 182" x 19'2" rectangle. Opening in
pillow back will be horizontal. Baste sides at
overlap.

Right sides together, pin front to back. Using a
%" seam allowance, sew around pillow. Sew a
second seam to reinforce.

Clip corners, turn. Gently press.

Use (2) 19" x 20" muslin rectangles to make
pillow insert. Sew using a 2" seam allowance.
Leave opening on one side for turning. Clip
corners and turn right side out. Stuff with
fiberfill. Sew opening closed.

Insert pillow form into pillow.
